A very warm welcome back to the new term from the summer holidays. [ hope that you and your families have
had a restful and enjoyable break. Every child deserves a great school on the doorstep of their community, and I
am delighted to be taking on the leadership of this excellent school and following in the footsteps of Mr Pattar
(the former Headmaster) who provided undeniably strong and steadfast leadership over the years.

The new term brings with it lots of excitement and anticipation. As always, here at The Heathland School we
continue to be committed to excellence. I would like to start this first letter of the academic year by referring to
examination results this summer. At GCSE, BTEC and A Level the school’s results maintained our tradition of high
aspirations and achievement.

Despite the challenges of recent times and the disruption to learning due to the pandemic over the last few years,
our students and staff have shown resilience and strength. The school’s GCSE and A Level results show an
improving trend and in comparison to results from 2019 (which is when we had the last set of Public
Examinations) the students have done very well. We are very proud of the students and I wish to acknowledge
and thank the outgoing Headmaster, Mr Pattar, and the staff for all their dedication and hard work in making this
possible.

We are especially pleased by the fact that 201 students from Year 13 have secured university places with 92%
gaining their first preferences. This year we have seen larger numbers than previously progressing to an
apprenticeship after their A Levels. The great majority of Year 11 have decided to continue with courses in Year
12 from September 2022.

Pupils can, of course,
continue to bring in a packed lunch if they wish. We encourage students to eat healthily and bring in a
bottle of water to stayed hydrated throughout the day. Given the challenges of the recent years and
changes in people’s financial circumstances, we would like to remind parents and carers that they
should consider applying for Free School Meals if they meet the criteria.
