Teaching will equip pupils with knowledge about diverse places, people, resources and natural and human environments, together with a deep understanding of the Earth’s key physical and human processes. Over our 3-year KS3 course we aim to cover a range of key geographical concepts: Space, Place, Scale, Human and physical processes, Interdependence, Causality, Development, Environmental interaction and sustainability. By covering many of the big issues in Geography today we hope that pupils will be inspired to continue studying Geography at GCSE and A-level.
